e Child care provider name, address, and tax ID num-
ber.

If you hear the talk at Long John’s or The Dizz about
MEAP and haven’t applied yet, it's time to get you set

up.

Maryland Energy Assistance Program is a state
program that helps you pay the cost of heating your
home, even if heat is included in your rent. It is not a
set amount for everyone, but is decided by income and
household needs. The amount you will receive is
based on your income and energy usage.

If you are interested to see if you qualify, stop by the
Church of the Guardian Angel on Tuesday mornings
from 9:00-11:30 am to get things in motion. Home
visits can also be arranged and you can also call 410-
366-6200 and ask for Betsy for more information about
this program.

There is still time to beat the cold. Baltimore City’s
Weatherization Program assists low income residents
in making their homes more energy efficient,
comfortable, and safer. This will reduce your energy
bills!

Call Caitlin at 410-235-6222 to see if you qualify and
she can assist you in applying. This can mean
hundreds of dollars in the winter and it is free from
Baltimore City.
