Stop School Budget Cuts

Walking the halls of Margaret Brent you will see bright 
yellow, green and blue walls and a vibrant pink principal’s 
office. What you might not see is the yearly struggle Dr. 
Waters-Scofield faces to balance an ever-dwindling 
budget. The hours volunteers spend painting hallways on 
holidays or the number of clothing and supply donations 
the school receives every month from dedicated parents 
like PTO president Eulalia Silver and Lisa Duncan. 

According to the budget Governor O’Malley proposed on 
January 20, City Schools will face 1.8% cuts. This trans-
lates to an overall $17 million cut, or 1-2 teachers per 
school. On top of this, the Governor’s proposed budget 
must still go to the state legislature. State budget Director 
Foster has proposed a 5% cut to education funding. This 
means instead of $17 million, public schools will face a 
$45 million cut, or 3-7 teachers per school. City wide, 
schools will lose art and music classes, as well as face 
larger class sizes and a significant rise in unemployed 
teachers. 

Margaret Brent, like many other Baltimore City Public 
Schools, is forced to find a way to survive in the face of 
funding cuts. Faculty and staff along with parents, guardi-
ans, and community members devote their time and en-
ergy to creating an educational strong and beautiful envi-
ronment for Brent students.  

Before the state legislature meets in mid February to dis-
cuss the state budget, Baltimore Education Coalition is 
calling on concerned and dedicated teachers, community 
members, parents, and guardians to come together on 
February 1 to discuss these issues and gear up for a trip 
to Annapolis. Those living in Remington should go to the 
District 40 meeting February 1 at Westside Elementary 
School, 2235 N. Fulton Avenue Baltimore, MD 21217.
