Huntingdon Avenue Neighbors: Back-in Angled
Parking, mostly as depicted in this sketch below,
may be coming to your street; just one part of the
large package of measures negotiated by your
elected Task Force to protect the residents of our
neighborhood from the traffic effects of the pro-
posed 25th Street Station.

The angled parking will run up Huntingdon Avenue
from 26th street all the way up to 30th street. The
angled spots will be on the even # side of the
street, and the odd # side will retain the same par-
allel parking it has now. It is designed this way to
slow traffic and make Huntingdon seem less like a
main pathway to the development from the JFX.
The parking will also increase the available parking
for residents.
